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Easter
Easter is the main celebration of the Christian year despite the 
popularity and commercialization of Christmas.  In the Gospel of 
John,  Mary Magdalene came to where Jesus had been buried and 
found the tomb empty.  An angel of the Lord told her that Jesus had 
Risen.  Easter is the celebration of the Resurrection  of Jesus Christ 
conquering death and the hope given of everlasting life to those 
who believe in Him.

When is Easter?  Easy - just remember that Easter is the first 
Sunday after the full moon that follows the Spring Equinox (March 
20 or 21).  This is why Easter falls anytime between March 22 and 
April 25.  (Or look at a current calendar!)

The traditional greeting among Christians on Easter Day is
“Christ is Risen!” with the response, “He has Risen indeed!”

After Easter Day comes the fifty-day season of Sundays of Easter, 
followed by Pentecost, which marks the gift of the Holy Spirit.
